TO THE ATTENTION
OF FOREIGNER AND STATELESS PERSONS 

STUDYING AT THE UNIVERSITY

Compliance with the requirements of the migration laws of the Russian Federation is indispensable for studying at the University. 
International Cooperation Department recalls that non-compliance with the migration laws may lead to administrative fine or deportation from the Russian Federation.
Please note that in addition to deportation, restrictive measures are applied to foreigner citizens such as a ban on entry to Russia during 5 years. This rigid and no alternative sanction cannot be substitute a fine and difficult to appeal or abolish. Such rigour by the State is dictated inadmissibility of ignoring foreign citizens the Russian law.
Pay attention that if you had repeatedly being prosecuted to administrative proceedings in the Russian Federation, you might being banned from entering the territory of the Russia.
Furthermore, keep in mind that violation of the law of the Russian Federation may entail expelled from the University.
TO MAKE YOU TRAINING NOT OVERSHADOWED BY BUREAUCRATIC DELAYS, WE INFORM YOU OF THE PROCEDURE
STEP 1:
· In case you live in dormitory:
Upon arrival to Russia, all foreign students, living in dormitories, WITHIN     2 WORKING DAYS from the date of arrival in the Russian Federation must address the office 233 (visa support) or the office 405 (visa-free entry) with passport and migration card with entry stamp of the Russian Federation border control authorities for the implementation of registration actions by the University.

· In case you live elsewhere:
If foreign students live in other places (private apartment, hostel, hotel and private dormitories), the responsibility for migration registration lies with:

· the citizen of the Russian Federation, who rents to a foreigner;
· a foreigner, permanently residing in Russia and rents to a foreigner;

· foreign student in itself owns the place for rent;
· hotel/hostel/private apartment/dormitories manager.
In this case, keep in mind that registration period at the place of temporary residence is 7 WORKING DAYS. On the 8th working day, you must to submit a migration card and part of notification stub with a stamp of the Migration Department of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Russian Federation at the place of actually living to the office 233 (visa support) or office 405 (visa-free entry).

STEP 2:

· In case you live in dormitory:

List of documents for migration registration

(Dormitories: Onezhskaya st., Vutetich st.):
1. a copy of all pages of your passport;

2. a copy of migration card;

3. a copy of the registration –1 copy on both sides;
4. a copy of the fee-based educational services contract (in case you are study on a fee basis);
5. a copy of the referral of the Ministry of Science Higher Education of the Russian Federation (in case you are study at the expense of Federal budgetary fund);
6. a copy of the tenancy agreement;
7. a copy of an extract from the order of enrollment (you can obtain it in Dean's office of foreign students, office 223);

8. a copy of the verification that you are actually a student;

9. one photo size 3 by 4 cm.
List of documents for migration registration

(Dormitory Tashkentskaya st. 34)

1. a copy of passport – a page with your photo;

2. a copy of a valid visa;

3. a copy of migration card;
4. a copy of the registration –1 copy on both sides;
5. a copy of the fee-based educational services contract (in case you are study on a fee basis);
6. a copy of the referral of the Ministry of Science Higher Education of the Russian Federation (in case you are study at the expense of Federal budgetary fund);

9. a copy of an extract from the order of enrollment (you can obtain it in Dean's office of foreign students, office 223);

10. a copy of the verification that you are actually a student;

STEP 3:
· Registration for multiple-entry study visa:
List of documents 
1. a copy of passport - pages with photo and period of validity;

2. a copy of visa;
3. a copy of migration card;

4. a copy of the registration –1 copy on both sides;
5. a copy of an extract from the order of enrollment (you can obtain it in Dean's office of foreign students, office 223);
6. a copy of the fee-based educational services contract (in case you are study on a fee basis) – 1 copy;
7. a copy of the referral of the Ministry of Science Higher Education of the Russian Federation (in case you are study at the expense of Federal budgetary fund);

8. two photos size 3 by 4 cm;
9. payment of the State duty (please clarify in office 233 or 405).
ALL DOCUMENTS MUST BE PROVIDED EXTREMELY IN 40 DAYS PRIOR TO A VISA EXPIRY DATE

Please note that all documents that you submit in 39, 38, 37 or less days prior to visa expiry WILL NOT be considered and ACCEPTED. The reason – internal working procedures both in our International Cooperation Department and in the MVD migration Departments.

According to the laws of the Russian Federation, all foreign students must always have:
1. native passport;

2. migration card;

3. visa (for countries with a visa regime);

4. part of the notification stub with a stamp of the Migration Department of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Russian Federation at the place of actually living during all period of stay in Russian Federation
5. medical insurance.
Foreign student has to show all the documents on request of the police officer.
The University is not responsible for migration registration of relatives and friends.
Medical care of foreign citizens is carried out based on medical insurance policy purchased by foreign citizen personally. Medical care must definitely include coverage of all risks of an accident, repatriation and any force majeure else.

IN CASE OF 

· change the place of actually living, the foreign student no later than                  3 working days must notify the International Cooperation Department;
· expiry of the national passport, the foreign student must timely extend or change to a new document, and within 3 working days must notify the International Cooperation Department;
· loss (or damage) by a foreign citizen part of the notification stub of arrival, loss of national passport or migration card, you must contact the International Cooperation Department within 1 day from the date of loss the documents;
· a foreign citizen has received a temporary residence permit, residence permit, citizenship of the Russian Federation or changed marital status (married), he is obliged to notify the International Cooperation Department within 3 days and submit a copy of the documents confirming above.

The University does not support with changing the status of a student from temporarily staying in the territory of the Russian Federation to the status of temporary resident.
***
ATTENTION: On leaving the Russian Federation (including vacation) or another local cities of Russia, foreign student must obliged to notify the International Cooperation Department in 3 days before departure in writing.
After returning from the trip, foreign student within 3 working days from the date of arrival is obliged to submit the documents required to migration registration.

Foreign students are also must to inform the International Cooperation Department if they are staying in a hotel or if they have been in hospital (provide the registration of being in hospital).
Foreign citizens who have entered Russia with the violation of the established procedure of crossing the State border of the Russian Federation, who has not gotten the migrating registration in time at the place of stay, avoiding of leaving Russia at the end of permitted period of stay, having been involved in the irregular labor and gave false information about yourself for getting migration registration, are unlawfully present in the territory of the Russian Federation and incur liability in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation.
The Code of Administrative Offences of the Russian Federation establishes the liability of such foreign and stateless persons. Administrative liability is set in the form of a fine and administrative deportation from the Russian Federation with ban on entry to the Russian Federation.
